Unique Opportunity:
In its tradition of applied learning, Boston College’s Carroll School of Management offers MI215: Technology & Economic Development (w/Ghana Field Study), a three credit course combining spring semester classroom learning with a week-long field study in May of 2013.
Course Enrollment:
Admission to MI215 is competitive.  Class size will be strictly limited to 24 students.  All Boston College undergraduates may apply. Several factors will be considered, including the strength of an applicant’s academic record, evidence of maturity, teamwork, and an ability to operate under unfamiliar and perhaps stressful conditions (new food, new roommates, little sleep, unfamiliar surrounds). Application, resume, essay, transcript (must be an official, sealed Boston College transcript unless studying abroad), and references will be due to Fulton 460 by 4 PM, Tuesday, November 6, 2012. Accepted students will require a $200 non-refundable deposit roughly one week after acceptance to the program. Admitted students will be notified of procedures for registering for this closed-registration course.

Travel & Class Requirements:

During the Spring semester, coursework will be held on Tuesday evenings from 4:30-6:50 PM during the second half of the Spring semester, starting with the first Tuesday after spring break. Students will travel to Ghana to meet with entrepreneurs, managers, students, and government officials from Sat. May 18 – Sun. May 26, 2013 (dates are approximate – flights may require departure or travel time that extends to either the day before or day after dates listed, so plan accordingly).  

Costs:
The cost for the 2013 field study is $2,450, and it is assessed as a Boston College lab fee for all students registered for the course. This cost includes airfare, all airport-hotel transfers, hotel accommodations (based on double occupancy), breakfast, guide, and motor coach.  Not covered are most additional meals and any incidental spending.

Application, resume, essay, transcripts, and references will be due to Fulton 460 by 4 PM, Tues, November 6, 2012.
